By its very nature, Jewish music simultaneously preserves and creates tradition. It relies on ethnic bonds while it reaches out to a broader musical world, blending older forms with newer methods and thus forcing us to question what we mean by group memory and identity. Enrico Fink, an Italian Jewish musician, provides excellent examples of this two-way process. Write a review (of between 500 and 800 words) of the concert evaluating both its musical quality and what it tells you about the contemporary effort to create Jewish culture in Europe. Does it create a Jewish past?
