Traditional date for kingdom of David

922
Death of Solomon (David’s son), split into two kingdoms: Israel (northern areas) and Judah (southern areas)

722
Defeat of northern kingdom (Israel) by the Assyrians

586
Destruction of Jerusalem Temple by the Babylonians (according to Jeremiah and 2 Kings expulsions of Judaeans begins in 597)

Proclamation of Cyrus, King of Persia, after his conquest of Babylonia

Temple rebuilt

Alexander Jannaeus (Yannai); succeeded by wife, Salome

67
Death of Salome; dispute between sons Hyrcanus and Aristobulus; both appeal to Roman support

63
Arrival of Pompey

37
Herod allowed by the Senate to become King of Judaea (if he can help fight off the invading Persians)

4
Death of Herod. His territories divided between his sons.

44
All of Herod’s kingdom under direct Roman Rule [Eastern Galilee and the Golan and parts further east assigned to  Agrippa II in ca. 53 CE who dies end of century]

66–70
Revolt of Judaea against Rome; Temple destroyed 70; fall of Massada 74.

Revolts in Diaspora: Egypt, Cyrene, Cyprus

132–135
Revolt in Judaea by Simeon bar Kosiba (Bar Kokhba, “son of a star”)
